in due time – answers the question “When”about the verb manifested;  tells us the TIME WHEN something (the word) was manifested was in due time or in his own time or a the proper/current  time (as opposed to eternity past)
manifested – verb  revealed cf Col 4:3-4 & 1:25-28 see how Paul uses this in Col 4 in the same context. See Col 1 for the mystery 
His word – answers the question “What”; tells us the THING WHICH is manifested.  The word is about either the hope of EL or EL.
through = en usually means, answers the question “How” about the  main verb “manifested” telling us the MEANS BY WHICH the word was manifested is BY preaching.
preaching, - see Rom 16:25-26 for revelation of mystery by preaching leading up to the obedience of faith
which – relative pronoun (pronoun = stands in for a noun; relative = relates clause to the rest of the sentence)  = preaching of the word
was committed to me = subordinate verbal clause (starts with a relative pronoun) modifying the preaching telling us “What”: THE THING WHICH was committed to Paul was the proclamation/preaching of the word (about eternal life).
to me- answers the question “Who”;tells us THE ONE TO WHOM the preaching was committed was Paul
according to the commandment  - kata here answers the question “How” and tells us that the MANNER IN WHICH the preaching was committed to Paul was according to the commandment of God. 
of God our Savior; - answers the question “Who” telling us THE ONE WHO gave the command was God our Savior. Note use of Savior for Jesus in next verse.
4  To Titus,  answers the question “Who” telling us THE ONE TO WHOM the letter was written. 
a true son – answers the question “What” or “How” telling us the MANNER of Titus is that he was a true son of Paul 
in our common faith: - answers the question “Where” telling us that the SPHERE or PLACE WHERE Titus was a son was in the faith
common – modifies faith, answering the question “What kind of” about the faith telling us the MANNER of the faith is that it was held in common by both Paul and Titus.
Grace, mercy, and peace – answers the question “What” telling us the THINGS WHICH Paul wishes for Titus OR the CONTENT of the greetings Paul gives to Titus CONSISTS of grace, mercy and peace. 
from God the Father – answers the question “Who” telling us the ONES FROM WHOM g, m. and p. come are the Father and Jesus
and the Lord Jesus Christ our Savior – as above.
