3. Is being Christlike automatic? If not, what to believers have to do to be restored and partakers fo the Divine nature?

4. Why do most hymns and Christians place more emphasis on the birth or beginning of reconciliation than the more Biblical effects of  renewal?

5. Hark! What can you do in the upcoming weeks to further Christ's purposes in coming to earth?
