*Wiki: The origin of the heavenly Book of Life must be sought in Babylonia,

of a person who should be "cast into the water"; that is, blotted out. 

The living are the righteous, who alone are admitted to citizenship in the theocracy, 

while the  wicked  are denied membership and blotted out of God's book (Ex 32:32-33!).
