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Selected Observations on II Tim 3:8-15

v8 What: Rose - The thing Timothy was to remember was not that Jesus died but that He rose. 

Who: Seed of David - The one who died was the heir to the throne to the Davidic Covenant, the future ruler of the world to come,.

v9 Where: Wherein - It was in the sphere of sharing this good news that Paul was persecuted.

v10 Why: Therefore - It was because of vv 1-9 (the hope of reward) that Paul endured persecution. (He knew it would pay off.)

Why: that/so that - Paul's purpose in enduring all this was so that the "elect" might receive salvation with glory.

How: Also - in addition to what they already have 

  OR Too - in addition to Paul.

v11 The "for" in the Greek (see interlinear) is at the begining of the verse, giving the reason Paul can say what he did in verse 10. It is an expalnatory "gar" explaining the reason why Paul can state something (as opposed to the reason something happens).

vv11-13 These verses are arranged in chiastic structure (A,B,B',A'). The outer elements (A and A') refer to justification. The inner elements (B and B') relate to the sanctification/glorification aspects of salvation.

NOTE: Salavation is best viewed as a reversal of the effects of the Fall. When they sinned, Adam and Eve lost: 1) their state of innocence and the right to live forever; 2) their state of holiness and unbroken fellowship with God; 3) and their glory and dominion over the earth. The word "save" or "salvation" is used of God's actions in delivering us: 1) once and for all from the penalty of the guilt of our sin (justification); 2) progressively from the power and acts of sin in our lives (sanctification); 3) finally from the presence of sin as He restores us to pre-fall glory (glorification). All three aspects of salvation are dependent upon faith, yet the first is unconditional, the second conditional, and the third dependent upon the second. (Look up "save" and "salvation" in Thayer's Greek Lexicon or a theological dictionary like TDNT or NIDNTT.)

v13 Why: the reason God will remain faithful even if we're not is because He must be true to His promise to accept Jesus' death as our substitute (or because He cannot condemn His Son or His Spirit in us.) 

v15 MVP = Study; Why? For the purpose of presenting yourself approved to God; Who or What is someone approved by God? OR How does an approved person look? in the manner of an unashamed workman; How does one become approved or an unashamed workman? by means of rightly dividing the Word of Truth.
