There are a lot of manner nuances. "You will observe, LeStrade, just in case you missed it, that the body is dead".

vv1-2 Consider that "and" (kai) is a coordinate conjunction, usually linking two coordinate concepts yet can also express some relationship between those concepts (In Acts 1:8 there is a relationship between receiving power and being witnesses.)

v2 First ignore the "kathos"; find your SVP; link up the modifiers (remembering Acts 1:8); then determine the relationship between the MVP and SVP (remembering to look for parallel structure).

v3 You have at least three tasks: 1) express the MVP/SVP succinctly; 2) determine the best translation of 4241 and how it modifies the VP; 3) relate v3 to the larger context. [Obsessive-compulsives can find nuances for who, what, when, and where in addition to the important ones.]

v4 look out for the possible ellipsis

v5 Work on being able to articulate both viewpoints on how Paul is using this verse. A short (15 minute topical study on inheritance in the NT would be somewhat profitable.)

v6 To what deception would the Ephesians be susceptible? What wrath is in view? Who are the sons? When does the wrath come upon them? What difference does it make to the Ephesians?

v7 What does this verse modify? What nuance? 
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
