I. 13-16 The Reason the OT saints were commended is because they lived this life in such anticipation of their future reward that they viewed themselves as purposeful tourists on earth.

 

A. 13a-h The Manner in which OT saints lived and died in accordance with faith is by being persuaded about and embracing their unseen promised reward to the extent that they viewed themselves as tourists on earth.

A1. 13a OT saints all died = MVP
A2. 13b The Manner in which they died was in accordance with faith
A3. 13c-h The Manner of dying in accordance with faith is grasping onto the certainty of God’s yet unreceived promises to the extent that one considers one’s home to be heaven and one’s stay on earth temporary accommodations.
A3a. 13c-d They did not receive the promises but “saw” them from afar = VP
A3b. 13e They were persuaded of the certainty of God’s promises = VP
A3c. 13f They embraced/latched onto God’s promises = VP
A3d. 13g-h The Result of their persuasion and embracing is that they viewed themselves as aliens and tenants in this life.
A3d-1. 13g They confessed = VP
A3d-2. 13h The content of their confession was that they are aliens and tenants in this life
 
B. 14a-c The Reason author can say they were persuaded to embrace the heavenly promises (or died in faith) is because of their confession of themselves as strangers here. 
B1. 14a The Ones who make clear are those confessing they are strangers on earth
B2. 14b They make clear = VP
B3. 14c The Content of what they make clear is that they seek a homeland other than earth
 
C. 15a-c The Reason the author can say they were persuaded to embrace a heavenly home is because they did not dwell on nor return to their roots 
C1. 15a  The Manner in which they would have returned is certainly 
C2. 15b The Result of keeping in mind the place from which they came is they would have had time to return to their roots
C3.15c They would have had time to return to their roots  = VP
 
D. 16a-c The Reason the author can say they were persuaded to embrace a heavenly home is because they strove toward their reward in the heavenly city.
D1. 16a They stretch forth = VP
D2. 16b The Thing to which they strive is a better land
D3. 16c The Manner of the better land is that it is heavenly.
D4. 16d-e The Result of them striving toward a better heavenly land is that God is pleased with them and has plans to reward them. 
D4a. 16d God is not ashamed of them = SVP
D4b. 16e The Manner in which He is not ashamed of them is to be called their God
D4c. 16f The Reason the author can say God is not ashamed of them is because He has prepared a city for them
