I. The Reason Able was commended (obtained witness) 
was because of his sacrifice offered by faith 
A. 4a The Means by which Abel offered a greater 
sacrifice was by faith 
B. 4b Abel offered a greater sacrifice to God than 
Cain = VP 
C. 4c-e The Means by which Abel obtained witness that 
he was righteous was by faith/sacrifice 
C1. 4c The Means by which Abel obtained witness that 
he was righteous was by faith/sacrifice 
C2. 4d Abel obtained witness that he was righteous = 
SVP 
C3. 4e The Manner in which (OR Reason author can say) 
Abel obtained witness is in God testifying re: his 
gifts 
D. 4f-h The Means by which he speaks (even after 
dying) is by faith/the witness of God/sacrifice 
D1. 4f The Means by which he speaks (even after 
dying) is by the witness God/faith/sacrifice 
D2. 4g The Time when Abel speaks is after having died 
D3. 4h Abel yet speaks = SVP 

II. The Reason Enoch was commended/translated/rewarded 
was because he pleased God by faith 
A.5a-c The Result of Enoch being translated by faith 
is that he did not experience death 
A1. 5a The Means by which Enoch was translated was by 
faith 
A2. 5b Enoch was translated = VP 
A3. 5c The Result of Enoch being translated was that 
he did not die 
B. 5d-e The Reason Enoch was not found was because God 
translated him. 
B1. 5d Enoch was not found = VP 
B2. 5e The Reason Enoch was not found was because God 
translated him. 
C. 5f-h The Reason God translated Enoch is because he 
had obtained witness that he was pleasing to God 
C1. 5f The time when Enoch obtained witness was before 
his translation, 
C2. 5g Enoch had obtained witness = SVP 
C3. 5h The Content of the witness is that he was 
pleasing to God. 
III. 6a-g The Result of God being pleased by faith is 
that one needs faith in order to please God. 
A. 6a-b It is necessary to have/exercise faith in 
order to please God. 
A1. 6a The Means/Manner/Time When it’s impossible to 
please God is without faith 
A2. 6b It’s impossible to please God without faith = 
VP 
B. 6c-g The Reason the author can say one needs faith 
to please God is because in order to draw near to God 
one must believe that He exists and acts according to 
how He’s revealed Himself. (He is who He said He is 
and will do what He said He’ll do.) 
B1. 6c The Ones who must believe are the ones drawing 
near to God 
B2. 6d Some must believe = VP 
B3. 6e The Content of what a worshipper should believe 
is that He is who said He is (exists, judges) 
B4. 6f-g The Content of what a worshipper should 
believe is that He will do what He said He’ll do 
(reward those who diligently seek Him 
B4a. 6f God becomes a rewarder = SVP 
B4b. 6g The Ones to whom God is a rewarder are the 
ones seeking Him
