I. vv1-4 The Reason James tells persecuted believers to rejoice in the midsts of trials to their faith is because (they know that) successfully enduring the refining of their faith results in reward.

II. vv5-8 The Means of successfully enduring the refining of one's faith is to exercise faith in asking God for wisdom in the trial.

III. vv9-12 The Manner in which believers should endure trials is with the perspective that the only thing worth getting excited about is their future reward.

IV. 13-18 The Manner in which believers should endure trials is by not blaming God for the difficulty but by refusing to give in to their desires, because not only is God infinitely good, but His purpose is for us to endure and get rewards (so He wouldn't tempt us to miss them)

V. (19-21) The Result of God's purpose to bless believers is that we should not demonstrate unrighteous behavior, (being angry at God and blaming Him in trials), but rather righteous behavior (hear & obey the word) since that's what saves us (it's the righteous that God blesses = delivers/rewards/glorifies).

VI. 2:1-?? The Manner in which believers should demonstrate righteous rather than unrighteous behavior is by applying what they believe.

A. 1-4 The Reason believers should be not only doers by appliers of what they believe is because failure to do so classes them 

among the unblessable wicked. 

B. 5-11 The Manner in which believers should apply what they believe is by applying to others and themselves the same standard 

God uses.

 B1. 5a  The Thing which believers should understand is that believers should use the same standard of judgment that God uses.

 B2. 5b-6a
The Reason believers should not categorically judge and dishonor the poor is because God considers the 

faithful and loyal poor as special and worthy of honor.

 B3. 6b-7b The Reason believers should not categorically judge and honor the rich is because the rich frequently engage in 

activities which dishonor God and believers (which God will eventually judge).

 B4. 8a-10c The Result of loving others rather than discriminating against them is that believers do well rather than sin.

   B4a. 8a-d The Result of fulfilling the King's law is that believers do well (reward time)

   B4b. 9a-10c The Result of judging according to external appearances is that believers become disloyal law breakers


  B4b-1. 9a-e The Result of judging according to external appearances is that believers disloyally sin.

Mt 9:11 And when the Pharisees saw [it], they said to his disciples, Why eateth your Master with tax collectors and sinners? 13 But go ye and learn...I will have mercy, and not sacrifice: for I am not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance. 

Mt 12:1 Jesus went on the sabbath through the grain fields; and his disciples were hungry, and began to pluck the heads of grain, and to eat. 2 But when the Pharisees saw [it], they said to him, Behold, thy disciples do that which it is not lawful to do on the sabbath. 7 But if ye had known what [this] meaneth, I will have mercy, and not sacrifice, ye would not have condemned the guiltless.

The law of liberty could be:

* in contrast to the bondage of the OT law

* one that sets free from sin -Rom 8, but the context is not overcoming the bondage of sinful habits.

* Rather the context is Rom 8:2 or 21 the liberty is freedom form the Adamic condition. the glorious liberty of the sons of men, when they are removed from the groaning of this life and placed in glory in the next.
