I. The Reason one must have both faith and works is because it takes work to make a profit.

A. 18-19 The Reason one may object to the interrelation of faith and works is because they neither 
demonstrate nor necessarily accompany each other.

B. 20-23 The Reason Soho-heads should not object to the interrelation of faith and works is because 
faith doesn't produce a profit without works, as seen in the lives of Abraham and Rahab. 

B1. 20a-c The Content of what Soho-heads should know is that faith is profitless without works
