1. WHO? Jesus and His disciples

2. WHEN? After the resurrection

3. WHERE? In Galilee, on a mountain, possible where they were first commissioned.

4. WHAT?
The THING WHICH Jesus was given was all power

5. WHY? (Purpose/Reason/Result) The instruction is given in light of (as a result of) all authority being given to Jesus. The authority is total, encompassing both heaven and earth, perhaps indicating a distinction between the two.

6. WHAT? The CONTENT of the commission is that...They were to make disciples

7. STRUCTURE The main verb in v19 "make disciples" is modified by three participles.

8. A disciple is a follower, in this context of the apostles and Jesus' teachings.

9. The ONES WHOM they are to disciple are all nations in contrast to just the Israelites.

10. WHAT? The THING WHICH they were to teach was all that Jesus had commanded them.

11. Baptizing and teaching indicate the MEANS by which disciples are made.

12. HOW? (Means/Manner) The MEANS of making disciples is by baptizing and teaching to obey

13. HOW? The MANNER of baptizing is in the name of the Father, Son, and Spirit

14. WHEN? The TIME WHEN they are to make disciples is as they go (lifestyle)

15. To baptize is to immerse in something or identify with, in this case the "name" of the triune God.

16. "Name" is frequently synonymous with power and reputation, indicating a link with v18.

17. Baptism was the first act of a disciple, indicating their commitment to follow Christ.

18. They were to teach people to obey. The CONTENT of their obedience was all that Jesus commanded.

19. Jesus' promise of being with them was linked to their obedience to His command.

20. The TIME WHEN or UNTIL Jesus promised to be with them was until the completion of the Messianic? or Church? age
