C1. 21b The brethren which are with Paul extend honor to the P = VP


C2. 22a All the saints extend honor to the P = VP


C3. 22b The Ones who chiefly extend honor are those of Caesar's household. = VP





D. 23 Paul blesses the P with the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ. 











I. 1:1-4:20 Paul desires that the P will live so that they and Paul will rejoice in glory and God will be glorified





A. 1:1-8 Paul thanks gives thanks for the P financial support





B. 1:9-11 Paul prays that P’s love may abound in knowledge so they do well in judgment & God be glorified





C. 1:12-20 Paul rejoices that Christ is glorified and Paul will do well in judgment in spite of bad circumstances





D. 1:21-4:19 Paul wants the P. to be worthy of joy by living and laboring for the good news in unity


D1..1:21-26 Paul wants the P. to have greater rejoicing by his visit  (instruction)





D2. 1:27-30 …by living worthy of the gospel standing fast in one spirit, one mind striving together for the faith of the gospel





D3. 2:1-30 …by modeling Christlikeness


D3a. 2:1-18 Paul’s and the P’s joy is dependent upon the P. obedient self-sacrificing Christlikeness which results 


in God’s glory


D3b. 2:19-30 P’s will gain joy from honoring Tim & Ep who exemplify Christlikeness





D4. 3:1-4:3 …by focusing on the future


D4a. 1-16 P need to rejoice in the Lord and his eternal reward not in the flesh and its temporal benefits


D4b. 17-4:1 P need to imitate those going
