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1 Therefore you are inexcusable, O man, whoever you are who judge, for in whatever you judge another you condemn yourself; for you who judge practice the same things. 
 
1 In light of the present manifestations of God’s judgment those who hypocritically judge are self-condemned without excuse.
1a Somebody’s inexcusable = vp
1b The One who’s without excuse is the one who judges
1c The Reason the one who judges is without excuse is because they are self condemned
1d The reason they’re self condemned is because they do the things they condemn in others
 
2 But we know that the judgment of God is according to truth against those who practice such things.  How does God judge?
 
2a We know =vp
2b The Content of what we know is that the judgment of God is according to truth against those who practice such things. 
2c The Manner of God’s judgment is that it’s according to truth and against hypocritical sinners
 
3 And do you think this, O man, you who judge those practicing such things, and doing the same, that you will escape the judgment of God? 
What judgment?
3 The One who will not escape the judgment of God is the hypocritical judger
 
4 Or do you despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance, and longsuffering, not knowing that the goodness of God leads you to repentance? 

How does it lead one to repentance? What is repentance?
 
4a One despises the riches of His goodness, forbearance, and longsuffering
4b The Reason one despises the patient forbearance of God because the do not know that the goodness of God should lead sinners to repent
 
5 But in accordance with your hardness and your impenitent heart you are treasuring up for yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God,  6 who "will render to each one according to his deeds": 
What day? See 1Pt 1 “revelation” 1Cor 5:9-10 
 
5a The Manner/Reason believers are storing up wrath is in accordance with OR because of their hard and impenitent hearts 
5b Believers are treasuring up for themselves wrath = vp
5c The time for when believers are storing up wrath is the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God
 
6 The Manner in which God will compensate believers is in accordance with their deeds
6a God will payback/compensate  = vp
6b The Ones to whom God will payback are each believer
6c The Manner in which God will payback is according to one’s deeds
 
7 eternal life to those who by patient continuance in doing good seek for glory, honor, and immortality; 
How does Paul say one gets eternal life? How do glory, honor, immortality, and eternal life differ from each other?
What’s the manner of doing good? What does the intentionality imply? Eternal= “of the age” Life= dominion
 
7a The Ones whom God compensates with eternal life are those who seek for glory, honor and immortality.
7b The Manner/Means in/by which they seek for glory etc is by patiently and constantly doing good.
 
8 but to those who are self-seeking and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness--indignation and wrath, 9 tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of the Jew first and also of the Greek;  

How do the consequences differ? When are they given/received?
8-9a The Ones whom God compensates with indignation, wrath, tribulation and anguish are those who are self seeking and do not obey the truth.
8-9b The Manner in which they are self-seeking and disobedient is by doing evils
8-9c The Manner in which God pays back is irrespective of whether one is a Jew or Greek OR first the Jew and then the Greek.
 
10 but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works what is good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. 

How do these items compare with those in v7?Are these folks justified/forgiven/going to heaven? How about those in v8?
10 The Manner in which God compensates those doing good with glory honor and peace is first to the Jew and also to the Greek
 
11 For there is no partiality with God. Why is partiality an issue?
11 The Reason God pays back both Jew and Greek is because He is impartial.
 
12 For as many as have sinned without law will also perish without law, and as many as have sinned in the law will be judged by the law 
What kind of perishing and judging does Paul have in mind?
 
12 The Reason Paul can say God is impartial is because people are fairly judged according to the revelation they have.
12a The Manner in which those who have sinned with out the law will perish is apart from the law
12b The Manner in which those who have sinned with the law will be judged is by the law
 
13 (for not the hearers of the law are just in the sight of God, but the doers of the law will be justified;  How can “doing the law” justify somebody?Can one “do the law”?
 
13 The Reason those with the law will be judged is because just knowing/hearing the law doesn’t make one righteous.
13a The hearers of the law are not just in the sight of God
13b The doers of the law will be justified/declared righteous
 
14 for when Gentiles, who do not have the law, by nature do the things in the law, these, although not having the law, are a law to themselves, 15 who show the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and between themselves their thoughts accusing or else excusing them) 

Is conscience an accurate guide according to Paul? How are the Gentiles a “law to themselves”?
 
14-15 The Reason Paul can say God’s impartial (11) or that sinners are fairly judged (12 best) that only the doers are declared righteous (13) is because even those without the law recognize their responsibility to live morally.
 
16 in the day when God will judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ, according to my gospel. 
Exactly what was Paul’s gospel? (1Cor 15 note emphasis) What is it that will be judged?
