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10  For there are many insubordinate, both idle talkers and deceivers, especially those of the circumcision, 11  whose mouths must be stopped, who subvert whole households, teaching things which they ought not, for the sake of dishonest gain.

5.  Express your findings in an exegetical outline. 

 

Now the fun starts: This is an appropriate place to talk about false teachers. The mistake is to assume that false teachers are not born-again (what do you have to do to get your sins forgiven and be born again?), and that you could easily recognize them. So, beware. Your task is to:

6. Look up the passages dealing with false teachers. Use a concordance and cross references. 

7. Observe what is said about them regarding:

                a. where they come from

                b. how to identify them

c. what they teach

d. who follows them/can’t recognize them

                e. why they teach

                f. what’s the corrective (I don’t think there’s a passage that says to evangelize them.)

8. Check your assumptions on whenever the word “spirit” is mentioned. It has different options for meaning. 

9.Extra Credit: Come up with a list of things believers are warned not to be deceived about.

 

Partial list to get you started.

2 Peter 2:1 But there were also false prophets among the people, even as there will be false teachers among you, who will secretly bring in destructive heresies, even denying the Lord who bought them, and bring on themselves swift destruction. (Dt 13:1-3; Neh 6:12)

Were Israel’s false prophets non-Israelites? What does it mean to deny the Lord? Are they denying Him as Savior?

Matthew 7:15 "Beware of false prophets, who come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ravenous wolves.

Luke 6:26  Woe to you when all men speak well of you, For so did their fathers to the false prophets.

Rom 16:18  For those who are such do not serve our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly, and by smooth words and flattering speech deceive the hearts of the simple.

Mat 24:5  "For many will come in My name, saying, `I am the Christ,' and will deceive many. 11  "Then many false prophets will rise up and deceive many. 24  "For false christs and false prophets will rise and show great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.

Mk 13:22 For false christs and false prophets will rise and show signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.

Luke 21:8  And He said: "Take heed that you not be deceived. For many will come in My name, saying, `I am He,' and, `The time has drawn near.' Therefore do not go after them.

Acts 20:29  "For I know this, that after my departure savage wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock. 30  "Also from among yourselves men will rise up, speaking perverse things, to draw away the disciples after themselves.

1 Cor 11:19  For there must also be factions among you, that those who are approved may be recognized among you.

2 Cor 11:13  For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into apostles of Christ. 14  And no wonder! For Satan himself transforms himself into an angel of light.  15  Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also transform themselves into ministers of righteousness, whose end will be according to their works.

Gal 4:17 They zealously court you, but for no good; yes, they want to exclude you, that you may be zealous for them.

Eph 4:14  that we should no longer be children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting,

Col 2:8  Beware lest anyone cheat you through philosophy and empty deceit, according to the tradition of men, according to the basic principles of the world, and not according to Christ. 18  Let no one cheat you of your reward, taking delight in false humility and worship of angels, intruding into those things which he has not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind,

2 Thess 2:3  Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition, 4  who opposes and exalts himself above all that is called God or that is worshiped, so that he sits as God in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God. 5  Do you not remember that when I was still with you I told you these things?

2 Thess 2:9  The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying wonders, 10  and with all unrighteous deception among those who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 11  And for this reason God will send them strong delusion, that they should believe the lie, 12  that they all may be condemned who did not believe the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

1 Tim 4:1 Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some will depart from the faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits and doctrines of demons, 2  speaking lies in hypocrisy, having their own conscience seared with a hot iron,

2 Tim 3:2  For men will be lovers of themselves, lovers of money, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, 3  unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, despisers of good, 4  traitors, headstrong, haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, 5  having a form of godliness but denying its power. And from such people turn away! 6  For of this sort are those who creep into households and make captives of gullible women loaded down with sins, led away by various lusts, 7  always learning and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth. 8  Now as Jannes and Jambres resisted Moses, so do these also resist the truth: men of corrupt minds, disapproved concerning the faith; 9  but they will progress no further, for their folly will be manifest to all, as theirs also was.

2 Tim 4:3  For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers;

1Jn 2:18 Little children, it is the last hour; and as you have heard that the Antichrist is coming, even now many antichrists have come, by which we know that it is the last hour. 19  They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would have continued with us; but they went out that they might be made manifest, that none of them were of us.

1 John 2:26  These things I have written to you concerning those who try to deceive you.

1 John 4:1 ¶ Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, whether they are of God; because many false prophets have gone out into the world.

Jude 1:4  For certain men have crept in unnoticed, who long ago were marked out for this condemnation, ungodly men, who turn the grace of our God into lewdness and deny the only Lord God and our Lord Jesus Christ.

Jude 1:18  how they told you that there would be mockers in the last time who would walk according to their own ungodly lusts.

Revelation 2:9  "I know your works, tribulation, and poverty (but you are rich); and I know the blasphemy of those who say they are Jews and are not, but are a synagogue of Satan.

Rev 13:14  And he deceives those who dwell on the earth by those signs which he was granted to do in the sight of the beast, telling those who dwell on the earth to make an image to the beast who was wounded by the sword and lived.

2 Peter 2:3 ¶ By covetousness they will exploit you with deceptive words; for a long time their judgment has not been idle, and their destruction does not slumber.

Gal 2:4  And this occurred because of false brethren secretly brought in (who came in by stealth to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage),

Gal 5:20  idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies,

Acts 20:28  "Therefore take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood.

Eph 1:7  In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace

Phil 3:19  whose end is destruction, whose god is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame----who set their mind on earthly things.
