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I. Whole-hearted Believers Praise God in Public and Private

1 Praise the LORD! I will praise the LORD with my whole heart, In the assembly of the upright and in the congregation.

II. Whole-hearted Believers Study and Remember what God has done

2  The works of the LORD are great, Studied by all who have pleasure in them.

3  His work is honorable and glorious, And His righteousness endures forever.

4  He has made His wonderful works to be remembered; The LORD is gracious and full of compassion. (cf Ex 34:6)

III. Whole-hearted Believers Experience the Benefits of Fearing God

5  He has given food to those who fear Him; He will ever be mindful of His covenant.

6 He has declared to His people the power of His works, In giving them the heritage/inheritance of the nations.

7  The works of His hands are faithful/verity/truth and just/justice; All His precepts are sure.

8  They stand fast forever and ever, And are done in truth and uprightness.

9  He has sent redemption to His people; He has commanded His covenant forever: Holy and awesome is His name.

IV. Whole-hearted Believers Fear God and Do what Pleases Him

10  The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; A good understanding have all those who do His commandments. His praise endures forever.
Fear of the Lord: An awareness that the God who judges is observing (watching/hearing) and remembering everything I think, do and say.

Wisdom: Choosing the right objectives and the right means of obtaining them. (Passion ruled by reason yields virtue and then happiness)

Questions for Reflection/Discussion/Response:

1. How does someone get to know God better? How do we avoid making and worshipping caricatures of God made in our own image?

2. How do praise, thanks, worship, service, and obedience differ from each other?

3. What should you do when it doesn’t look like God is doing any praiseworthy works in your life?

4. What sort of covenantal relationship/obligations/deal do you have with God? Who has what responsibilities?

5. What can you conclude about someone who objects to fear of the Lord and states it’s all about love?
