I. We're born again to an inheritance/reward (which we receive by consistently seeking and faithfully doing God's will)
1Pt 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living hope thru the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 4 to an inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and that does not fade away, reserved in heaven for you, 5 who are kept by the power of God through faith for salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.

Col 3:23 heartily to the Lord 24 knowing from Lord you shall receive the reward of the inheritance: for you serve the Lord Christ

2Th 2:14 he called you by our gospel, to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.

1Pe 5:10 God of all grace, who has called us to his eternal glory in Christ Jesus, after you have suffered a while, make you perfect... 2Pe 1:3 His divine power has given us all things...life and godliness, thru the knowledge of Him that hath called us to glory and virtue

II. We are called to be holy and worthy of the glory of our reward

IV. We gain glory by consistently seeking and faithfully doing God's will

Num 12:1 Miriam and Aaron spoke against Moses...3  (Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men on earth.) 7  My servant Moses is not so, who is faithful in all My house. why then were you not afraid to speak against my servant Moses? 9  And the anger of the Lord was kindled against them; 13 Moses cried to the Lord, saying, Heal her now, O God, I beseech thee.

Num 16:4  when Moses heard it, he fell upon his face 15 And Moses was very angry, and said to the LORD...

Flee Temptation..Endure Trials 1Cor 10:13 No temptation has overtaken you except...but God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will also make the way of escape, that you may be able to bear it.
