II. Live Well by Evaluation, Execution and Perspiration  Executives do until done. Is God's will ever done?  Heb 13:21

QT= Read, Reflect, Respond, Record 2Tim 3:16-17 Path; Off; Back on; Stay on. God's word incarnated in our thinking, feeling/values, actions

We develop our relationship (availability & responsiveness) with God by listening and talking, communicating and appreciating Him.

Cars Cuties Cash Dt 17:16 (king) shall not multiply horses for himself, nor cause the people to return to Egypt to multiply horses, for the LORD has said to you, ‘You shall not return that way again 17 Neither shall he multiply wives for himself, lest his heart turn away; nor shall he greatly multiply silver and gold for himself. 18 Also it shall be, when he sits on the throne of his kingdom, that he shall write for himself a copy of this law in a book, from the one before the priests, the Levites. 19 And it shall be with him, and he shall read it all the days of his life, that he may learn to fear the LORD his God and be careful to observe all the words of this law and these statutes, (to do wholeheartedly) 20 that his heart may not be lifted above his brethren, that he may not turn aside from the commandment..and that he may prolong his days in his kingdom, he and his children in the midst of Israel.

 III. Finish Well by Transforming Desires to Value God's Will more than Life

Rm 12:1 present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may demonstrate what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.

Ecc 2:9
So I became great and excelled more than all who were before me in Jerusalem. Also my wisdom remained with me. 10 Whatever my eyes desired I did not keep from them.
