I. God’s Got a Plan for all our Problems
Isa 7:14 Lord shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, 









and shall call his name Immanuel.  
Gal 4:4 when the fullness of the time was come, God sent forth His Son, 


   made of a woman, born/made under the law

5 to/hina=purpose redeem subj those who were under the law, 


  


that/hina we might subj receive the adoption as sons.
II. The Plan is to Give us Light, Life, and a Leader 
9:2 The people that walked in darkness have seen a great Light: 


they that dwell in the land of the shadow of death, upon them has the Light shined. 
6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government/rule/Dominion shall be upon his shoulder: 

and his name shall be called: Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.
7 Of the increase of his Dominion and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon His kingdom, 
to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice/righteousness from henceforth even for ever. 


The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this.
III. God’s Plan Fulfills His Promises 
11:1 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots: 


2 And the Spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, 


the Spirit of counsel and might, the Spirit of knowledge and of the Fear of the LORD; 
3 And He shall delight/make him of quick understanding KJV [odor] in the Fear of the LORD LXX=shall fill Him
11...the Lord shall set his hand again the second time to recover the remnant of His people, which shall be left, 


from Assyria...12 And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the outcasts of Israel...

15 And the LORD shall utterly destroy the tongue/gulf of the Egyptian sea...


smite/split it into seven streams, and make men go over with dry sandals BSB. 

16 And there shall be an highway for the remnant of his people...as it was...came up out of the land of Egypt.
IV. Participation {in God's Plan} Requires Preparation 
Rm 6:5 For if we have been united together [in Christ] in the likeness of His death, 


certainly we also shall be [united in Christ] in the likeness of His resurrection, 
40:3 The voice of him that cries in the wilderness, Prepare the way of the LORD,  (cf John the Baptist – each gospel)

make straight in the desert a highway for our God. 

5 And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together: for the mouth of LORD has spoken. 
10 GOD will come with strong hand, and His arm shall rule for Him: 


behold, His reward is with Him, and His work/recompense* before him. 

11 He shall feed His flock like a shepherd: He shall gather the lambs with His arm
*06468 Lev 19:13 You shall not cheat your neighbor, nor rob him. the wages of him who is hired shall not remain with you...until morning
2Ch 15:7 But you Asa, be strong and do not let your hands be weak, for your work shall be rewarded! 8...took courage...removed idols...

Isa 62:11 Say to Zion, ‘Surely your salvation is coming; Behold, His reward is with Him, And His work/recompense before Him

Jer 31:16 Refrain your voice from weeping, and your eyes from tears; for your work shall be rewarded, says the LORD

Pr 11:18 The wicked man does deceptive work, But he who sows righteousness will have a sure reward.

Rm 6:5 For if we have been united together [in Christ] in the likeness of His death, 


certainly we also shall be [united in Christ] in the likeness of His resurrection, 
6  knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him [see Baptism v4], 



that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin.












7  For he who has died has been freed from sin.

8  Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him,

9  knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead, dies no more. Death no longer has dominion over Him.

10  For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God.

11  Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

12  Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts. [values!]

13  And do not yield/present Rm 12:1-2 your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, 

but yield yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God.

14  For sin shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under grace.

15  What then? Shall we sin because we are not under law but under grace? Certainly not!

16  Do you not know that to whom you yield yourselves slaves to obey, you are that one’s slaves whom you obey, 
whether of sin leading to death, or of obedience leading to righteousness?

17  But God be thanked that tho you were slaves of sin, 



yet you obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine to which you were delivered.

18  And having been set free from sin, you became slaves of righteousness.

19...just as you yielded your members as slaves of uncleanness, and of lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, 


so now yield your members as slaves of righteousness for holiness.

20  For when you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness.

21  What fruit did you have then in the things of which you are now ashamed? For the end of those things is death.

22  But now having been set free from sin, and having become slaves of God, 



you have your fruit to holiness, and the end, everlasting life/Dominion of THE AGE.

23  For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life/ Dominion of THE AGE 










in [union with] Christ Jesus our Lord.

V. God’s Servants Delight Him and Enlighten Others  
42:1 My Servant, whom I uphold; My elect/choice/chosen One in whom My soul delights; 

I have put My Spirit upon him: He shall bring forth judgment to the Gentiles. 3...unto/acc to Tanaka/RV truth noun.
4 He shall not fail nor be discouraged, till he have set judgment in the earth: and the isles shall wait for His law. 

6 I the LORD have called you in righteousness, and will hold your hand, and will keep you, 


and give thee for a covenant of the people, for a light of the Gentiles;
7 To open blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from the prison, and them that sit in darkness out of the prison house.
VI. God’s Timing is Perfect 
61:1 The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon Me; because the LORD has anointed Me to preach good tidings to the meek; to bind up the brokenhearted, proclaim liberty to the captives, 

the opening of the prison to them that are bound;.....

2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;
VII. Sin (Independence) Causes Separation 
59:1 Behold, the LORD'S hand is not shortened, that it cannot save... 

2 But your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your sins have hid His face from you, 



that He will not hear.
VIII. Sin Requires a Sacrificial Solution 
53:2...no beauty that we should desire him. 

3 He is despised and rejected of men;  a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief...
4 Surely He has borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem Him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 
5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: 


the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with His stripes we are healed. [of our sin] 
6 All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; 


and the LORD has laid on him the iniquity of us all. 
8 By oppression and judgment He was taken away; and as for His generation, who considered that 

     He was cut off out of the land of the living for the transgression of My people, to whom the stroke was due? ESV cf NASB 
9 He was assigned a grave with the wicked, and with a rich man in His death, 








tho He had done no violence, nor was any deceit in His mouth.

10 Yet it was the LORD’s pleasure/will to crush/bruise Him and to cause Him grief/to suffer; 


and when/tho His soul is made a guilt offering, 
     He will see His offspring, He will prolong His days, and the good pleasure/will of the LORD will prosper in His hand BSB
11 After the anguish/travail/work of His soul, He will see the Light of Life and be satisfied. 

     
By His wisdom/knowledge My righteous Servant will justify many, for He will bear their iniquities 
12 Therefore will I allot/divide Him a portion with the great, and He shall divide the spoil with the strong; 

cz He has poured out hiph His soul unto death: 



and He was numbered with the transgressors; 




and He bore the sin of many, 





and made intercession for the transgressors.
