Learn the Truth, Live the Truth, Love others with the Truth.

“I am grateful for these questions because these are probably similar questions will be asked at the judgment seat or at the gate of heaven, deciding which hotel (1 or 5 star?) I stay as a guest or work as an employee (and what position too).  It is beneficial to ask myself these questions regularly so that it will not be too late to prepare myself for a good judgment and avoid regrets. Evaluating my growth the past year also helps setting goals for next year.
“I asked God for help to answer these questions 


in a way that will bring the maximum glory to Him. 

He guided me to the parable of the sower passages from Matt 13 and Luke 8. If one has learned and understood truth well and incorporated in one’s life, living the truth should be visible, such as fruits of the Spirit, and loving others with the truth, such as ministry, service, which should also be visible.
“You cannot out-give God nor limit His ability to bless 








when you choose to align your values with His 

“I’m confident that when I’m called to the Bema for how I have served, 

I know that I have yielded my preferences and focused on what’s eternal vs temporal. 

God gives me strength to be content. 

How Grown? My TOYL* life purpose, objectives and goals - official on paper - spent 3.5 months going through verses and the five areas, as a result I am able to discern God’s will in a systematic way, and govern my day to day activities. Therefore, I am confident on decisions I made and trust God to help when encountering obstacles.

As I have grown in my ability to draw on grace, I am able to use that grace to offer my time and energy to others (when I don’t especially want to or “feel like it”) 

Grown in my ability to genuinely serve and proactively looking out for their interests 










despite their negativity or neutrality

 so I free to meet the needs of others]

“Occupy my thoughts with edifying & useful knowledge vs personal (unsanctified?) interests”

“Choosing to listen regularly to Dr Dobson daily podcasts so that in my downtime, I can be edified. All of this extra time spent/{invested in} studying, praying, listening to edifying material encourages me to do better in my daily decisions. It’s part of practicing the presence of God, cultivating an awareness of Him minute-to-minute. 

Also, I desire to grow in my eternal perspective 


and I remember Bill teaching that if I don’t strive to win, I won’t win. 

I think these little habits I’m building are helping me to value my eternal reward more.

“Valuing sermon review. I remember X having sermon review in her goals. I am reviewing Sunday’s sermons more regularly b/c it allows me to develop a better understanding & memory of what was taught (doesn’t get erased as quickly by my day-to-day), which helps me to remember the sermon content better.

“Reviewing the sermon on Mondays is helpful - sometimes that extends to a couple of days on a topic or a passage that wasn’t on the “regularly scheduled program.”   Listened to review of ABCs and Scripture Snacks songs several times this year…gotta keep reviewing to remember! :/
“I’ve been really edified reading a chapter of Proverbs again. Not every day but way more often.  It’s an an important book according to ch 1!  Prov 1:5. DTB snippets are great, but there is no substitute for reading an entire chapter, looking for themes and emphasis in a bigger context. 
“Hearing people’s praises & edifications is really instructive if you pay attention. 
I continue to learn from the Body during each praise time and edification as folks proactively trust God a la Psalm 84:11 and Rom 8:28 and praise God with practical examples on how to Matt 6:33. 
{Eph 4:16 Body equipped to build the Body as each part is connected to Headship of Christ and others, suppplying their part}
...understand that I have to consider God’s way in my decisions and behavior because our fallen nature can easily lead us stray if we’re not sober/(sound-minded) or attentive. In other words, it requires cognition and effort to swim up the stream of the commonly fallen world (where the devil is always on the prowl as Peter has told us)...we are born sinners and no matter the age, sin can enthrall us.

Many of my irritations are rooted in a (self-centered) desire to control things and outcomes.  Idolatry takes this form too because I think I can have better control than God and the FOCUS is on my desires, not God’s will at that moment. Gotthard reminded me that those irritations can instead help me to develop Christ’s character 

if only I FOCUS on God’s overarching purpose for me.

 Self-centeredness is a form of idolatry – it takes away the FOCUS from being on God.
How can Body help? Please keep sharing. As fallen as this world is, we have also seen how packed it is with valuable resources from saints who have consecrated themselves for God’s purpose. 

It was a delight to find...an old dusty printout of Gothard’s writing on “Rights and Anger” which was timely. I viewed this as a gift from God when I found it and He knew that I would benefit from now.  

{God has a way of getting thru to us when we are willing to do things His way}

Each of these relationships has been draining and challenging in its own way. God is teaching me to pray, wait and persevere in each of these relationships, so that after I have done the Will of God, I may receive the promise! (Heb 10:30-32) 

I have become less emotional about managing relationships and try to see people (no matter how evil or unpleasant they are) from God’s perspective, or as an opportunity to bring them toward Christ.

Greater and ever-growing understanding of His sovereignty and what He allows He will work together for good and that His desire is to bless 

Grown in my ability to embrace {God's will} and find joy (but not always) in daily duties
While certainly lots of room to continue to grow, 


I have grown in my ability and self control to not J out* as much 


*rush to an action to alleviate tension and get on to something more to my liking
Trying to grow in living out the identity of a servant of the Most High God 

Meditating on the practical meaning of trusting God. It is not about trusting God exists and Jesus died 
for my sin, but willingly putting my life/resources/time/agenda/money 


risking a {temporal} loss to obey His commands (meaning sacrifices and self denial), 


showing the world (men and demons Eph 3:10) that He is more valuable than my life.

What is the opposite of glorifying/magnifying God? Humiliating Him, minimizing Him, 


belittling, depreciating Him. One of the major ways to not trust Him is 



by putting myself as the main Control of my life, 


willfully ignoring His revelation and living my life based on my own judgment.


Result: show God that He is NOT worthy of  my life, 




and I know better than He does (pride and satanic influence).

I ask God in the morning during my QT - “How can I lose my life (time, money, resources) to obey Your commands to glorify You? And give me grace to do it.  






{Heb 4:16 moral confidence to find mercy, & grace to help}

Memorizing a relevant passage about what I was learning 





would help me to remember what I had studied / learned this year. 
HS can also help me to remember what to do if I have “hidden the word in my heart”. Ps 119
Each verse is God-breathed (2 TIm 3:16) and I have benefited from digging deep into individual verses about freedom, truth, love, responsibility and other topics. 

Scripture Memory has helped me develop convictions on decisions I made this year

Learned/learning how to better control my thoughts and direct my thoughts....




where my natural thoughts trend away from the daily and the practical, 

I am learning to take more control of my thinking, attention and focus 





and actively direct my thoughts toward God and/or the task at hand 











(and God’s help with it). 

When I actively meditate* on God, His character and His Word, 



the Spirit can more freely help me understand more 





about God, Truth, Reality and His Word and practical applications. 
*meditate=revolve in mind, thinking thru implications for applications
The Body has helped me as well as my QT and bringing my concerns before God. 

I also help myself by changing my focus when I’m irritated from irritation to gratitude. 1Thess 5:17
I also worked on increasing my daily dependence (being more prayerful throughout the day – like praying for really small things like... so that when God answered NO, I could be confident that the lack...could be for my blessing. Rm 8:28
Spurgeon: the worst days I have ever had have turned out to be my best days, and when God has seemed most cruel to me He has then been most kind. 

If there is anything in this world for which I would bless Him more than for anything else it is for pain and affliction. I am sure that in these things the richest, tenderest love his been revealed towards me. 
I urge you, dear friends, if you are at this time very low, and greatly distressed, encourage yourselves in the abundant faithfulness of the God who hides himself. 

Our Father’s wagons rumble most heavily when they are bringing us the richest freight of the bullion of His grace. 
Love letters from heaven are often sent in black edged envelopes. The cloud that is black with horror is big with mercy. We may not ask for trouble, but if we were wise we should look upon it as the shadow of an unusually great blessing. 
Dread the calm, it is often treacherous, and beneath its wing the pestilence is lurking. Do not fear the storm, it brings healing in its wings, and when Jesus is with you {cz we're following Him} in the vessel, the tempest only hurries the ship to its desired haven.

Progressed in prayerful dependence: I continued the habit of praying for every BAC member very regularly
I also have been praying for others in the Body on spiritual growth more often. 

Scripture memorization has helped (part of my goals this year), 







as it occupies my mind with Truth than other “stuff”.

8  For bodily exercise profits a little, but godliness is profitable for all things, 



having promise of benefits NLT of the life that now is and of that which is to come.

If you are selling others on change but not yourself are you a classified hypocrite? 

Of course that’s rare I guess, b/c if you haven’t epignosis real freedom from sin (even though you know you are supposed to) you really can’t guide anyone else or even see it clearly nor have the confidence to. 
But you can tell them what they should be doing even if you aren’t doing it yourself. (Pharisees)

2b. What's the process of going from unconcisous ignorance to conscious ignorance;

from conscious ignorance to conscious intellignece; then to unconscious intelligence?

2c. How to not get stuck in one of the steps to true and lasting victory. 

I observe a lot of taking a few steps fwd on a given area each week or month only to revert after something gets too hard or doesn’t go the way you expected or you just mess up, and so (the flesh) just gives up. 

You self-determine that you “can’t” so try to wiggle around having to try by moving on to the next area to take a few steps forward in, which feels like progress….meanwhile, there’s a trail of littered half applied truths along the path that got discarded. Result is that foundational Truth-building isn’t happening. (Door on hinges=activity w/o accomplishment =saga of the sorry sluggard). And....you are making yourself quite susceptible to satan’s lies, rationalization, etc. to keep you where you are.

3. At what point should you even HAVE an expectation? (often yields an unanticipated result which throws them off course; which actually is limiting/ordering??? God). 

And the unexpected  is the catalyst and rationale for poor responses or justifications. 

But I’m like “why are you expecting a certain outcome to begin with?”  

When did you allow yourself to determine that? 

That seems to have totally cut out of the process of seeking God’s will and then holding an open hand. It’s making judgments about things and how they SHOULD go - often based on past experience - 

and if it worked or not last time and/or felt good or not last time, then circumstances dictate the current expectation; not whether or not it’s God’s will, wise and/or something to wait expectantly for Him to answer. There is a biblical place for expectations but how are they managed while seeking/pursuing God’s will for yourself, others, tasks and prayer requests.

4. The energy/obedience is spent on adjusting the expectation vs being other-centered in striving in service. In other words, you create this false expectation (unconsciously), 

then have a poor response when it’s not met,  

then think you are submitting to adjust the response to “accept" the new way. 

Not saying that’s not submission or valuable, but if that’s your habit, you are never really moving out of that state permanently and moving on to being able to serve others even when it hurts. 

You are just repeatedly responding poorly then getting yourself to where you should have started to begin with…over and over. Then here's the expection that others are supposed to cut slack again and again for poor responses b/c the person is at least working on their attitude to get it right. 

I guess we can’t expect holiness (or progress towards it) although it’s commanded? 

Sure, we are in a process, but failure or sub par “victory” is not the end goal of application.

Biblically the expectation shouldn’t have been wrong or wrongfully clung to in the flesh to begin with.
